Seating Categories
“L’Orangerie” tickets are located on the lower bowl of the 
stadium with hospitality which includes a gastronomic 
lunch or dinner depending on the session and unlimited 
drinks (champagne, beer, wine, soft drinks, and spirits) at 
a private table. There is also a dedicated VIP door access 
to the Orangerie and its private terrace

“Gold” and “CAT 1” tickets are located in the lower bowl of 
the stadium and begin just above the corporate loge level 
seats. The CAT Or (or Gold in English) level represents the 
first 6 rows above the Loge level followed by the CAT 1 
level in the remaining 10-15 rows in the lower bowl of the 
stadium.

“CAT 2” tickets are located in the first 10-20 rows of the 
upper level in the Cochet, Borotra, and Brugnon tribunes.

“CAT 3” tickets are located in the last 6 rows in the Cochet, 
Borotra, and Brugnon tribunes. These seats are up there, 
but they still provide good views of the action.
